Dear CBA Church Family,  

 May is the time in Southern Baptist 
Life where the Association is 
highlighted. This summer marks five 
years that I have served as your 
Director of Missions or its parallel 
title of Associational Missionary. The 
Cumberland Baptist Association is not 
a denominational hierchy.  This 

association is well over 100 years old.  The CBA has over 
forty churches and is really a network that exists to 
resource churches and facilitate the strategic mission of 
the church in the local area and beyond.  Many of you 
know my two co-workers.  Linda serves as our 
Administrative Assistant and has been with the CBA 
over 30 years.  Wally is the Associate Associational 
Missionary and has served over 10 years.  Much has 
changed in the life of the local association, but one 
thing remains the same.  The association exists to serve 
the local church and to be a resource for missions here 
and beyond. 

It is interesting to note the types of things that are 
involved in the work of the CBA.  We are involved in 
Disaster Relief and we own several pieces of equipment 
for this work.  We are involved in providing program 
funding for the BCM at APSU.  We provide training 
events, such as VBS, Small Groups or Sunday School, 
and for issues of church administration and leadership.  
Our office is host for a Christian Clinical Psychologist, 
Dr. Billy Bowie, who sees clients on Mondays.  We are 
involved in providing a ministry training program called 
Seminary Extension.  The Association provides 
assistance in practical areas of concern such has finding 
a new pastor, ministry strategy, handling the details of 
a pastorΩs pay package, answering questions about 
issues of liability, and writing job descriptions.  We are 
involved in coordinating joint mission projects, such as 
our Nicaragua partnership, where we have 55 going this 
July.  We are involved in community projects like our 
First Responder Lunch and our APSU faculty and staff 
lunch.  We are supported almost exclusively by the 
contributions of our member churches and exist to 
serve the Lord, our member churches and our 
community.
